Transportation There are two major bus companies in Gran Canaria: Guaguas
(yellow buses; limited to the municipality of Las Palmas de
Gran Canaria), and Global (blue buses; connecting the rest of
the island). Mobile APPs are also available.

UFPC facilities are located in Santa Maria de Guia, in the north
of the island of Gran Canaria. The university is easily accessed

by public transportation lines from GLOBAL lines 100, 103 and
105 stopping at Guia or Instituto de Guia. There is a short walk
between both stops and the UFPC.
